The Reading from the Second Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians. (9:6-11)

THE GOSPEL

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke. (10:25-37)

At that time, a lawyer stood up to put Jesus to the test, saying, “Teacher, what shall I do to inherit eternal
life?” Jesus said to him, “What is written in the Law? How do you read?” And the lawyer answered,
“You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength,
and with all your mind; and your neighbor as yourself.” And Jesus said to him, “You have answered
right; do this, and you will live.” But the lawyer, desiring to justify himself, said to Jesus, “And who is
my neighbor?” Jesus replied, “A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and he fell among
robbers, who stripped him and beat him, and departed, leaving him half dead. Now by chance a priest
was going down that road; and when he saw him he passed by on the other side. So likewise a Levite,
when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other side. But a Samaritan, as he journeyed,
came to where he was; and when he saw him, he had compassion, and went to him and bound up his
wounds, pouring on oil and wine; then he set him on his own beast and brought him to an inn, and took
care of him. And the next day he took out two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care
of him; and whatever more you spend, I will repay you when I come back.” Which of these three, do you
think, proved neighbor to the man who fell among the robbers?” The lawyer said, “The one who showed

THE SYNAXARION

On November 12 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate father among the
saints John the Almsgiver, patriarch of Alexandria.

Verses
Since John gave and dispersed to poor men and paupers,
Now standing before Christ, what things he receiveth!
The Almsgiver, owning nought, departed the twelfth.

Born on Cyprus, John was raised as a true Christian from childhood. Renowned for his
compassion and piety, John was chosen as Patriarch of Alexandria in the time of Emperor
Heraclius. He governed the Church of Alexandria for ten years as a true shepherd,
safeguarding it from pagans and heretics. He was a model of meekness, charity and love
for his fellow men. John was also known as “the merciful.” He said: “If you desire
nobility, seek it not in blood, but in virtues, for this is true nobility.” Once, as he was on
his way to the Church of Saints Cyrus and John, the patriarch met a needy and unfortunate
widow who spoke to him at length about her misfortune. The patriarch’s escorts became
bored by the woman’s lengthy complaint, and urged the bishop to hurry to the church for
the service, intimating that he could hear the woman’s story afterward. John said to them:
“And how will God listen to me, if I do not listen to her?” He would not leave until he
heard the widow’s complaint to the end. Thus John embodied the Beatitude: “Blessed are
the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy.” John entered eternal rest in 620.

On this day, we also commemorate the Venerable Neilos the Faster of Sinai; Neilos
the myrrh-streaming of the Great Lavra on Athos; and Martin the wonderworker, bishop

of Tours. By the intercessions of Thy saints, O Christ God, have mercy upon us.

Beloved Faithful,

Following the call of the Holy Synod of Antioch, which beckons all its children to
dedicate a Sunday following the Synod’s conclusion to collect aid for our brethren at
the Patriarchate of Jerusalem, and to partake in the relief of their suffering while
demonstrating the Christian communion of humanity in times of affliction, we hereby
announce that the upcoming Sunday, falling on November 12, shall be designated as
the day for collecting aid throughout our Archdiocese. We kindly request all parishes
to send their collections to the Archdiocesan headquarters. The Archdiocese will
continue to collect aid for one month starting from November 12,

In response to some of your questions regarding the inclusion of petitions in the
Divine Liturgy for the sake of peace and mercy in the Holy Land, I would like to
clarify:

The practice of introducing new petitions into the Divine Liturgy does not depend on
a personal decision by a bishop or priest. Following the Holy Tradition of our
Orthodox Church, at the end of the Great Entrance while processing with the Holy
Gifts, the priest offers the people’s supplications and mentions names and regions
that are going through turbulent events. This is what we hope for from all of you in
these days when humanity is in dire need of divine mercy.

Furthermore, we recommend that the service of the Paraklesis (Supplicatory Canon)
be held in the churches to the extent possible for the faithful to offer supplications
